	Trade – India France bilateral trade decreased by 8.3% in the month of January 2015 over last year’s figures. The decrease was mainly on account of a reduction of 21% in India’s exports to France. This was because there was zero import of refined petroleum from India to France in January 2015, which has typically been the biggest Indian export to France over the past year. Other exports from India to France remain fairly steady with cloth and apparel showing an increase of 23% and organic chemicals reporting a similar growth. Export of vehicle parts from India to France also grew sharply by 81.9% in January 2015 over January 2014 figures. Meanwhile, French exports to India increased by 31% led mainly by a sharp increase of 600% in aircraft exports. This was on account of delivery of two Airbus A320 aircrafts to Indian private sector companies. There was also an increase of 23% in export of electric machinery and equipment from France to India. The most remarkable increase came in printed books etc. (SH2, Code-49) where exports in January reach €21.8 million compared to only 0.08 million in January 2014. This sharp spike was due to an increase in exports of other printed matter, including printed pictures and photographs (hard copy (printed) of computer software, plan and drawings for architectural engineering, industrial, commercial, topographical or similar purposes reproduced with the aid of computer of any other devices)

	Investment – According to statistics released by Business France, in 2014, France was the recipient of 740 investments from foreign companies for projects having more than 10 employees, an increase of 8% as compared to the previous year and which is a reversal following three years of falling investment. The figure rises to 1014 if projects with less than 10 employees are taken into consideration. Half of these investments represented new job-creating investments, the balance being represented by site extensions and company takeovers. The USA is the main investor in France ahead of Germany and the UK. But the number of jobs created by foreign investments decreased in 2014 to 26533 jobs.

Embassy hosted a meeting on “Entrepreneurial Ecosystem in France and how people of Indian origin can use it for success”.

Ambassador H.E. Arun K. Singh delivered the keynote address at the 3rd ‘Rendezvous in Paris’ event organized at the Embassy of India, Paris on 18 February 2015 in collaboration with Paris-India Connect network for young Indians in Paris. The focus of the discussion was "Entrepreneurial Ecosystem in France and how people of Indian origin can use it for success”. Ambassador spoke about the entrepreneurial success of the Indian diaspora in places like the Unites States and how other countries, including France, could tap into the dynamism, skills and talent of Indian diaspora.

The event saw a presentation on the potential opportunities and support infrastructure available for aspiring young entrepreneurs in Paris by Mr. Jonathan Sinivassane, Business Development Director (India and Middle East), Paris Development, followed by a lively panel discussion with Mr. André Dan, Founder 'Innovation & Entrepreneurship Club' (IE Club), Mr. Anthony Gutman, Co-founder & Associate Director at Remix Co-working and Mr.Cedric Giorgi, Head of Start-up Relations at SIGFOX, who shared their experiences and insights on the French start-up and SMEs ecosystem, creating of an open community platform to support start-ups and how young aspiring start-ups could take advantage of the opportunities available.

More than 80 people, including Indian professionals, students and young entrepreneurs of Indian origin attended the event, which was moderated by Ms. Meghana Prakash. The audience posed a number of questions about the start-up ecosystem, gender disparity start-up ecosystem, financing options, legal framework and working in a cross-cultural context to the lead speakers.

The event was the third in a series of events focused at addressing concern of young Indians in France hosted by the Embassy. The earlier two sessions had focused on education and immigration.

Indian textiles shine at Texworld 2015 Fair

Indian scarves and stoles were on display at a special fashion show on 11 February, organized at the Texworld fabric fair held in Paris from 9-12 February 2015. 46 Indian exhibitors attended the show under the banner of The Cotton Textiles Export Promotion Council- TEXPROCIL (http://www.texprocil.org/). In addition 40 Indian exhibitors attended the fair independently. Indian exhibitors displayed a range of fabrics and finished goods in sectors such as cotton, wool, denim, blends, accessories and apparel. Representatives from the Indian Embassy visited the fair and interacted with Indian exhibitors. The Mission had done pre-publicity for the Indian participants and also organized a clinic on ‘New Trends in Exporting to France and Europe’ and distributed e-kits containing information on how to export to France to Indian participants.

Inauguration of 5th Festivitas festival, Mulhouse, 6 February 2015

India was the country of honour at the Festivitas Fair held from 6-8 February 2015 at the Parc des Expositions de Mulhouse. Counsellor (E&C) visited Mulhouse, in Alsace Region of France to participate in the inauguration of the 5th Festivitas 2015 festival cum exposition. The focus of the festival was on India. Indian dance items were presented during the inauguration ceremony

As part of the focus on India, a large stall on India Tourism had been placed at a central location. The stall, operated by India Tourism Office, Paris, featured colourful posters and hand-out material on tourism opportunities in India. The stall also had an AV screen showcasing the best of Indian tourism potential. In addition, 5 private tour operators were also promoting India as a tourist destination.

There were also stalls showcasing Indian food, wines and clothing accessories. Grover Wines had a stall and had offered Indian wines for a general tasting session at the inauguration ceremony. A local Indian Restaurant, ‘Maharaja’, provided Indian snacks and finger food for the inauguration. The Nrityanjali group presented three dance items from India. A yoga initiation workshop for the French public was also organized which attracted more than 70 French enthusiasts. Indian themed stalls also introduced sari wearing and Indian mehndi decoration for the interested French visitors. There were two other stalls featuring Indian accessories.

India was made the country of honour and the organizers made all efforts to highlight the Indian participation and to give the festival a distinct Indian flavour.  The positioning gave visibility to India and there was much interest in India among the visitors. The presence of India Tourism stall and other travel agents helped in channelizing the interest into tourism related queries.
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
