	Trade – India France bilateral trade increased by 14.54% in the first four months of 2015 over last year’s figures. India’s exports to France increased by 12.89% over the corresponding period last year. Exports of all top 10 products increased except for a fall of 9.85% in exports of residues and waste from the food industries from India to France in January-April 2015. Exports of clothing and apparel increased by 12% as also that of leather footwear and goods as compared to the same period last year. Export of vehicle parts from India to France also grew sharply by 59.33% in January-April 2015 over last year’s figures. Meanwhile, French exports to India increased by 18.09% led mainly by an increase of 122.93% in exports of optical, photographic, cinematographic, measuring, checking, precision, medical or surgical instruments and apparatus & 41.13% in exports of miscellaneous chemical products. There was also an increase of 30.74% in export of pharmaceutical products from France to India.

	Investment – According to statistics released by Business France, in 2014, France was the recipient of 740 investments from foreign companies for projects having more than 10 employees, an increase of 8% as compared to the previous year and which is a reversal following three years of falling investment. The figure rises to 1014 if projects with less than 10 employees are taken into consideration. Half of these investments represented new job-creating investments, the balance being represented by site extensions and company takeovers. The USA is the main investor in France ahead of Germany and the UK. But the number of jobs created by foreign investments decreased in 2014 to 26533 jobs.

There are over a hundred Indian companies operating in France, employing more than 7,000 people. Nine new Indian investments were recorded in 2014, creating or maintaining 657 jobs. Fifty-six percent of Indian investments in France were in business services, followed by 22% in decision-making centres (first-time investments), and 22% in production/manufacturing. Twenty-two percent of these investments were made in the aerospace equipment sector, while Indian companies were responsible for 21% of jobs generated by foreign investment in the agri-food sector. Indian companies invested primarily in Ile de France (Paris region), which attracted 33% of all Indian investments.
